CHAZARS: A people of Turkish origin whose
life and history are interwoven with the very b
ginnings of the history of the Jews of Hussia, The
kingdom of the Chazars was firmly established in
most of South Russin long before the foundation
of the Russinn monarchy by the Varngians (853),
Jewa bave lived on the shores of the Black and
Caspian scas sinee the first eenturies of the eom-
mon erm. Historical evidence points to the region
of the Ural as the home of the Chazars, Among
the classical writers of the Middle Ages they were
known as the “ Chozars,” “ Khazirs,” “ Akatzirs®
amml = Akatirs,™ and in the Russiun chrovicles as
“ Khwalisses ™ and * Ugry Byelyye ™

The Armenian writers of the ffth and following
centuries furnish ample information concerning this
people.  Moses of Chorene refers to the invasion by
the * Khazirs ™ of Armenia and 1beria at the begio-
ning of the third eentury: “The chaghan was the
king of the Xaorth, the ruler of the Khazirg, anid the
quecn was the chatonn ™ (% History of Armenia,” il
457).  The Chazars first came to Armenia with the
Basileans in 108, Though at first repulssd, they
subsequently beeame important factors in Armenian
history for a period of 800 years, Driven onwand
by the nomadic tribes of the steppes aml by their
own desire for plander and revenge, they malde fre-
quent invasions into Armenia.  The Jatter eountry
was made the battle-ground in the long struggle be-
tween the Romans and the Persinng, Thisstruegle,
which finally resulted in the loss by Armenin of her
independence, paved the way for the politieal im-
portance of the Chazars. The conquest of eastern
Armenia by the Persians in the fourth century ren-
dered the latter dangerous to the Chazars, wh, for
their own protection, formed an allivnee with the
Byzantines. This alliance was renewed from time
to time until the final conguest of the Chazars by
the Russians, Their first aid was rendered to the
Byzantine emperor Julian, in 363,  About 434 they
were for a time tributary to Attila—Sidonius Apol-
linuris relutes that the Chazars followed the banners
of Attila—and in 432 fought on the Catalanian fields
incompany with the Black Huns and Alans, The
Persiun king Kobad (488-331) undertook the eon-

In 860 Atel (or Ttil), at that time the capital of the
Kingdom of the Chazars, was situnted about eight
miles from the modiern Astrakban, on the right hank.f
the lower Volga, which river was also called * Al ™

or “ItlL™ The meaning of % Awl”

The in the Gothie language is * father * or
Capital of “little father ™ that of “Iul™ in the
Chazaria. Turanian language is “river™; it is

difficult to decide which of these two
words gave the river its name. The western purt
of the city was surrounded by a wall piereed by
four gates, of which one led to the river, and the
others to the steppes.  Here was gituated the king's
palace, which was the only brick building in the
city.  Acconling to Mas'udi, the city was divided
into three parts, the palace of the chaghan standing
on an island.  The King bad twenty-five wives, all
of royal bloml, and sixty concubines, all famous
beauties, Each one dwelt in a separate tent and
was watched by a cunuch, The authority of the
chaghan was so abaolute that during his absence
from the capital, even his viceroy, or coregent
(ealled *isha,” or “ bek,”™ or ® pech ™), was powerliess
The viceroy had to enter the chaghan’s apartments
barefooted and with the greatest reverence.  He
held in his right hamd a chip of wood, which e it
when e saluted the chaghan, whercupon he took
his seat to the right of the latter. on the throne
which was of gold. The walls of the palace were
also gilded, and a golden gate ormamented  the
palace.

All the other dwellings of the then populous city
were insignificant mud hutsor felt tents.  The pesi-
tion of the chaghan of the Chazars was evidently
similar to that of the former mikados of Japan.
while the bek, his military coregent, corresponded
